mail legal?

Jim Gillis introduced Ronald Cuming, a Professor in the College of Law at the U of S for some 40
years, and a world expert in the area of legal structures for business and commerce. In describing the
background to the question of the legality of digital documents, Prof. Cuming took us all the way back
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to the Statute of Frauds of 1677. This law decreed that
certain types of contracts had to have a note or
memorandum attached to them to be considered legal.
Fast forward to today, when the Electronic Information
and Documents Act (still based to some extent on the
Statute of Frauds) does allow the use of digital
documents. Digital signatures can also be used under
certain circumstances. The most widely used format for
digital signatures is PKI (Public Key Infrastructure). Joe
Dierker thanked Ronald, but complained that Prof.
Cuming’s efforts to simplify the law for secure
transactions has cost lawyers in general, and Joe in
particular, truck loads of money. In response, Ronald warned that further improvements are on the way.
