Program – Morley Mitchell – Oliver Lodge Expansion 
Bryan Tastad introduced Morley 

Mitchell, who has been with Oliver 

Lodge for 31 years, the past 20 

years as Executive Director. Morley  

was a winner of the McClure 

Foundation Golden Heart Award in 

recognition of his work with 

seniors. Morley described the 

operations of Oliver Lodge, which 

currently include nursing care for 

76 residents and a community day 

program for 18 people per day. The 

adjacent Oliver Place provides 79 

independent living suites for 

seniors. Tenders recently went out 

for the long awaited expansion of 

Oliver Lodge Special Care Home. The project will see the home 

expanded to a total of 129 beds. It will become a state-of-the-art 

facility, with larger rooms grouped in 16-bedroom neighbourhoods. 

Each bedroom will have its own bath, with a ceiling track lift for 

transfers. The day program also will be expanded to 24 people per 

day.  Oliver Lodge specializes in dementia care, with 32 bedrooms 

designed to accommodate residents with dementia. Saskatoon Health 

Region sees a need to add 200 long term care beds by 2010 and more 

after that to accommote the aging population. Oliver Lodge has so far 

raised about $4 million of the $9 million it will have to pay for its 

share of the expansion costs. Morley asked members to support the 

campaign with their own donations and by “spreading the word.”  

Winston Gokavi thanked Morley on behalf of the club.
