Polio now exists in only four 

countries. The Bill and Melinda 

Gates Foundation has given 

Rotary a matching grant of more than $200 million. To meet the 

conditions of the grant, each club is challenged to contribute $1,000 

per year to PolioPlus in each of the next three years. Since this is too 

high a target for clubs in less developed areas, clubs such as ours are 

asked to do more. Members are asked to give personally and to 

consider becoming Polio Paul Harris Fellows. June brought some 

items that are for sale – a mouse pad for $5 and a pencil for $1. See 

also an offer for a car magnet on page 4. You might also volunteer to 

help June on the district committee or to help with a polio immunization day in another country.
