31 March 2009

Dear Fellow Rotarians:

| am pleased to bring you up-to-date on some of the major projects and accomplishments of Rl during the third quarter of 2008-09. All divisions in
Rl have their routine tasks, those every day responsibilities that keep the Secretariat running smoothly. To report on all these tasks would
produce a much lengthier report

Corporate Services

Corporate Services staff provided support to directors and staff leading up to and at the January Board meeting; they prepared the meeting ' s
advance memorandum document and coordinated its printing and distribution to directors and staff; arranged all Board meeting logistics,
including daily schedule maintenance, off-site functions, and travel arrangements; managed the follow-through on Board items, which ensures
that staff address accordingly the intentions of the Board as indicated in the final draft decisions; and prepared the Board meeting minutes.

Human Resources

Acrossf unct i onal team of HR and Finance staff | ookeldntoalllw v ar i o
for different staff contribution amounts depending on the level of health care use. The team also considered increasing staff benefit options that
will have no cost to RI.

The training department began offering condensed, one-hour professional development courses to meet the needs of our busy staff. Training
staff received the "Champion of Learning" recognition by the American Society for Training and Development.

Legal Services(

Council Services received approximately 350 items of proposed legislation for the 2010 Council on Legislation and prepared these items for
review by the Constitution and Bylaws Committee at their March meeting. Staff sent letters to all proposers informingthemoft h e commi t t e
determination of each proposed |l egislation’s status (i .ce.

To date, licensees have submitted royalties to Rl of US$359,604. RI currently has a total of 348 official licensees in 37 countries. Rl has added
several new licensees in the United States since the end of 2008. Licensing staff worked with the royalty inspection team at Deloitte and
Touche on audits in Taiwan and Germany. Also, staff worked on obtaining a trademark registration of the name INTERACT in the European
Union.

Auditing Services
Auditing staff were busy working on several internal audits this quarter and began preparations for the FY 2009 cycle of financial audit

statements, and the internal audit plan for FY 2010. A risk assessment survey was sent to selected Rotary leaders and staff managers in
preparation for the internal audit.

Strategic Planning

Staff closely monitored the progress of the RI Strategic Plan and the TRF Future Vision Plan, continually looking for areas of improvement,

and discussed with Rl senior leaders their role and responsibilities in advancing the plan. We continue to develop details to both plans. Staff

prepared a survey for Rotarians to provide feedback on the Strategic Plan as mandated by the Rl Bylaws. The survey will begin in

July. Staff also worked on developing breakout sessions on long-range planning at the Birmingha m c onvent i on . Finally
strategic plan was reviewed to refine the primary goals and strategies for 2009-10.

Presidential Services

The President’s Office completed the c ovenpndetdi-trientedandtime r esour
consuming tasks of creating and proofreading the approximate 480 listings for the Official Directory St af f supported t he
contact all current governors by telephone to discuss membership data and to provide motivation for the remainder of the year. A total of 318

successful contacts were made and included the president, those directors and RRIMCs from the given area, and up to ten governors.

RITS

The third quarter of \edibeokingseason, dugto appreximately 2,880 internbtiona ajrlise tickets far SSE s h e a
t eams. RI'TS also began arranging travel for pmdwlsnteese nt ' s r

going to the Birmingham convention. RITS saws lower transaction fees and lower airfares this quarter due to the weakness in overall
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worldwide travel demand. Rl signed a new three year travel services agreement with American Express. Beginning 1 July, RITS will begin
charging a service fee for all Rotary-funded reservations that contain personal travel. The fee will be US$15 on domestic reservations and
US$35 on all international reservations. RITS affiliate offices will charge comparable fees in their local currency.

Affinity Credit Card
Rl signed an agreement with the Intercontinental Bank of Nigeria to begin a new Rl credit card program in that country. Discussions were held with

French banking group SOFEMO, the issuer of the Rotary credit card in France, to finalize some details with this card program, which will be the
first Visa branded RI credit card. We anticipate this card program will launch in September or October. Despite continued weakness in economic
activity, RI card programs continue to perform well and our card-issuing partners report the performance of the Rl card portfolio remains among
the best of their groups.

ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT SERVICES

Information Services

Staff continued to focus on four priorities set in the first quarter of the year:

o Toincrease service capacity of the Secretariat (replacement of old systems)

e To prepare for the transfer of wealth (i.e. endowment tracking system)

o To maintain institutional credibility (data privacy and data security)

o To support the Future Vision Pilot

In support of the first priority, IS staff continued the work of transferring all Rotarian, club, and district information to the new application,
netForum. To allow for complete testing and validation of this system, the project completion date needed to be pushed back to May 26t. The
second phase of the project includes enabling more functionality in netForum related to committee management functions, spouses, and club-
sponsored organizations. Development is underway for the Endowment tracking project, with preliminary functionality scheduled for
completion by the end of the fourth quarter. Operationally, IS began replacing the existing phone system at the Secretariat, which will result in
annual savings of US$60,000.

Communications

Communications staff provided support for the 2009 International Assembly, including daily Web site coverage of events, on-site photography,
and sales of publications, videos, and other resources. The cross-divisional marketing team produced a number of ads to promote RI-
produced resources; there was a 27 percent sales increase over this time last year.

“The Amazi ng S-icton grapisarticte publisRed in Tiheo Rotariadrew such anpositive response that it has now become
a stand-alone publication. A new interview section called The Rotarian Conversation was launched with exclusive interview subjects Jane
Goodall and Desmond Tutu (Bill Gates coming in May).

Web site traffic to "Front page" news continues to climb, and 95 percent of news storiesaren ow t ransl ated and reach
social networking groups on Linked In, Facebook, and Twitter have seen increases. Facebook membership crossed the 20,000 mark. Cross-

promoting our communications on multiple networks allows us to reach audiences wherever they may spend their online time —local sites,

social networks, or Rotary's Web site. The story on the Gates US$200 Million Challenge drew an enormous response, with 22,912 Web visits

the day of the announcement.

Broadcast Media staff worked on several video pieces, including: This is Rotaryycommunity access DVD; four Birmingham convention
videos; RVM featuring segments on Mongolia Green, a John Kenny profile, and women in Rotary; Building PeagReace is Possible II),
videos for Rotary Basics Online, a Web-based version of the print publication; a RYLA video featuring RYLAs in Austria and Toronto; and a
four-minute Web video to promote the Rotary Alumni Celebration at the Birmingham convention.

The Communications Services Division has taken over the design and production of the Official Directowhich we anticipate will result in
approximately a $15,000 annual savings.

Public Relations

PR staff Coordinated and supported RI representatives and delegates at key international meetings, including UNICEF's Global Immunization
Meeting, the Donor Immunization Meeting, OAS South American Sub-Regional Forum on Civil Society Organizations, UN Special Event on
Philanthropy and Global Health Agenda, UN Environment Programme Governing Council, UN Commission on Status of Women 53rd Session,
and RI/USAID Collaboration launch at World Water Forum. Staff also promoted Rotary's humanitarian projects to the Carnegie Council Public
Affairs Program with Jeffrey Sachs and in a UN report on rural development projects.

RI Programs
There were 54 new Interact clubs (11,920 total), 105 new Rotaract clubs (7,577 total), and 29 new Rotary Community Corps (6,618 total)

chartered this quarter. Rl Registered 80 new World Community Service projects and 18 new model project descriptions on ProjectLINK, with
US$14,134 contributed to projects this quarter. There were also 80 Rotary Volunteers registered. Staff developed a new promotional
bookmark for ProjectLINK and the Rotary Volunteers database, which was distributed at the International Assembly. There were 202 Four
Avenues of Service Citations awarded this quarter.

To announce RI’'"s new cooperati ve r ldbtarg dtaif senhmessagespromwresiiehtLe¢ h e Do
and Dolly Parton to all district Literacy Resource Group coordinators in the US, Canada, and the UK. Staff noted that readership in programs-

related e-newsletters (subscribed to from the Rl Web site) increased significantly this quarter, a sign that Rotarians are becoming increasingly

more proactive in acquiring Rl information. Staff conducted district Youth Exchange evaluations in Sydney, Australia, and Seattle, Washington,

USA.

Club and District Support

Rl admitted 196 new Rotary clubs this quarter (a 27.5% increase over this time last year). Staff processed 91 executive decisions and sent
numerous responses to Rotarian inquiries on behalf of the president and the general secretary. Staff finalized the 2009-10 Presidential
Message letters. Additionally, staff began the triennial review process for nine multidistrict administrative groups.

In a cost-cutting step, CDS staff attended only half the PETS originally budgeted for and made adjustments to the mailing schedule to district
governors-elect.

Leadership Education and Training

The Leadership Education and Training division ifariandteel i z e d
International Assembly, including the spouses training program. Staff processed over 3,000 governor-elect evaluations and over 500 spouses

program evaluations. Ninety-one percent of governors-elect agreed that the assembly adequately prepared them for their year as governor.

RI continued progress on several excitinge-l ear ni ng initiatives. The monthly online
proved to be a successful way to encourage Rot albefedumrds t o n
as Rotarian best practices in the online Rotary E-Learning Center in July 2009. Staff began work on three e-learning modules designed to

collect ideas from Rotarians for club projects and for urging Rotarians to use Member Access to pay Semi-Annual Reports. A new monthly

video series (Rotary Minute) is also under development.

Staff supported the training efforts for The Rierdndfourg- Found
learning modules are in development. Staff also worked on plans for the Future Vision training event with Chair-elect Estess and event
Moderator Ron Burton.

In addition to revising several Rl publications, a new publication,the CI u b T r e a gsuoow iecludéd & theMld ruiba |Ofafdwilc e r s 6
be distributed for the first time in 2009-10. Also, a new Strategic Planning Guigedeveloped to help clubs and districts undergo a strategic
planning exercise.



Membership Development

On 31 March 2009 membership numbers were: 1,22g585Rdta3,326 clubs.
Staff worked with the Rl Membership Development and Retention Committee to review and recommend revisigns to the Rl mem
strategy for presentation to the Board at its June meeting. Membership staff were veryfousyihsugpanting the regional
Rotary International membership coordinator training in February, which received very positive evaluatittss $taiffi weekEatticipa
with President Lee in developing a plan to call all district governdhe tstalissusfgheir membership goals. Calls were conducted over
a fiveday period, with approximately 50% of the district governors reached.

International Meetings

Rl signed a contract with the Manchester Grand Hyatt San Diego Hotel to be the International Assembly venue in 2012-2017. Meetings staff
analyzed bids for the 2013 and 2016 Councils on Legislation, and chose four finalists for later inspection. Staff also conducted site visits of the
three finalists for the 2015 Convention (Houston, TX; Phoenix, AZ; Sac Paulo, Brazil), for recommendation to the Board at its June meeting.
To begin the bidding process for the 2017 convention, staff sent requests-for-proposals to Toronto, Edmonton, and Vancouver, Canada,
Detroit, USA/Windsor, CAN; Cleveland, Ohio, USA; and Atlanta, Georgia, USA.

International Offices

In February, representatives from all Rl international offices attended Club and District Support training in Evanston. In March, Foundation
staff from all international offices supported the regional Rotary Foundation coordinator seminar and participated in two days of training in
Evanston.

The Korea office reported that the devaluation of the Korean won against the US dollar has created significant concern with the payment of
dues and TRF contributions among Korean Rotarians, and has posed a great challenge in encouraging registration for the Birmingham
convention.

The Brazil office worked with Treasury staff to modify local Rl banking practices in an attempt to allow some RI funds to be transferred out of
the country without financial penalty. Currently, RI receives more payments in Brazil than it is able to expend. It is cost-prohibitive to transfer
excess funds to other areas of need.

Foll owing an appl i cat theSoutherh South Amergaeffice, the Argerting govierement wil novialbow r i t i es b
individuals and companies to receive tax deductions for contributions to TRF.

Financial Services Financial Services staff saw increased activity this quarter in responding to Rotarian questions on RI/TRF investment
returns and program viability.
