Financial Report — Treasurer Garry Schlichemeyer
Garry Schlichemeyer took us through
the financial results for the 2008-09
Rotary year and the budget for 2009-10.

Club operations for the past year were
very close to budget, except that no one
went to the RI Convention. At year end,
upon Garry’s recommendation, the
board transferred $10,000 from the club
account to the project account, giving us
that much more money to invest in either
: = community projects or World
Communlty Service. The project account saw total revenue of
$30,645 and total donations of $27,614. With the $10,000
transferred from the club account, we ended the year with an
accumulated surplus of $17,095 in the project fund.

CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY

The budget for 2009-2010 predicts a deficit of $750 in the club account, which will easily be
covered by the accumulated surplus. The total revenue in the project account was predicted to
reach $32,950, based on a profit of $15,000 for the Dragon Boat Festival/Duck Derby. We
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already know, however, that the profit for the 2009 Dragon Boat Festival/Duck Derby will be
close to $22,000 so we should be way ahead of budget. With project revenue of close to $40,000,
plus an accumulated surplus of $17,000, we are in a position to make a significant donation to
community projects and/or World Community Service.

Members expressed their appreciation to Garry and the board of directors for the excellent
results.

Rick Lee introduced our own Asit Sarkar who showed us pictures
of his experiences while serving as a visiting professor at
Ritsumeikan University in Kyoto, Japan this spring. Some of
Asit’s strongest impressions were of the efficiency of the public
transportation system, including the high speed trains; the careful
balance between tradition and modernity; the balance between
environmental protection and commercialism in Kyoto’s riverfront
development; and the focus on educating children for peace.
